Each matrix of the pair of correlated matrices of language above right and above is to be thought of as if it were the current image produced by a film of which the following things are true: Each frame of the film consists solely of a recorded image of the matrix as it appears.
The ends of the film are joined to form a closed loop so that the same frames can run repeatedly through the projector. The film is projected without interruption from behind the surface of the area in which the matrix appears to result in the matrix as it can now be perceived.
